Alphabet
Because Dutch is mostly phonetical, but not entirely, I will give you multiple examples of all different tones used in all different ways to make your speech as flawlessly as possible.
Aa – Pronounced like a in car, or sometimes slightly harder.
Bb – Pronounced like b in book.
Cc – Pronounced like s in soup, or k in keyboard.
Dd – Pronounced like d in dance.
Ee – Pronounced like e in red, or a in late. 
Ff – Pronounced like f in fork.
Gg – Pronounced like ch in the Scottish word loch.
Hh – Pronounced like h in hound
Ii – Pronounced like ui in build, or ee in see.
Jj – Pronounced like y in you.
Kk – Pronounced like k in keyboard.
Ll – Pronounced like l in learn.
Mm – Pronounced like m in more.
Nn – Pronounced like n in north.
Oo – Pronounced like oe in doe, or sometimes slightly softer.
Pp – Pronounced like p in pigeon.
Qq – Pronounced like q in quiz. (nearly unused)
Rr – Pronounced like rr in the Spanish word perro.
Ss – Pronounced like s in soup.
Tt – Pronounced like t in television.
Uu – Pronounced like u in the French word utile, or sometimes slightly softer.
Vv – Pronounced like the v in vase.
Ww – Pronounced similarly to the v in vase.
Xx – Pronounced like x in box. (nearly unused)
Yy – Pronounced like the y in shy. (nearly unused: usually replaced by digraph IJ)
Zz – Pronounced like the z in zebra.
Digraphs
AU – Pronounced like ow in now.
CH – Pronounced like ch in the Scottish word loch, or sh in ship, or ch in chair.

EI – Pronounced like y in shy, but slightly shorter.
IE – Pronounced like ee in fleet.
IJ – Pronounced like y in shy, but slightly shorter. Or in suffixes like a simple uh sound.
OE – Pronounced like oo in book.
OU – Pronounced like ow in now.
UI – The u is pronounced like a in car. The i is pronounced like u in the French word utile.
