Verbs in present tense.
In this document I will describe how verbs work in the simple present tense for each personal pronoun.

1. A simple subject + verb structure.

When you can make a word like “loop” in the I-form with just two vowels in the middle, the same rules will apply as used in all sentences regarding “lopen”. Expect for words ending in -d or -t.

Some examples are “roepen (to call out)”, “koken (to cook)”, “spelen (to play)” “lezen (to read)”.
2. To turn the sentence into a question, we simply switch around the subject and verb.
3. While describing or questioning what you or anyone else is currently doing we add “aan het”.

This is nothing to worry about, as it is a very consistent rule.

Tip regarding “zijn (to be)”: For I/you-forms we use “ben (am)”, for he/she/it forms we use “is (is)”, for all pluralities we use “zijn (are)”.
4. Everything should be clear here. Be careful not to mix up the three different you-forms.

Lopen (to walk)
I
1. Ik loop. = I walk.
2. Loop ik? = Do I walk?
3. Ik ben aan het lopen. = I am walking.
4. Ben ik aan het lopen? = Am I walking?
You (informal)
1. Jij loopt. = You walk.
2. Loop jij? = Do you walk?
3. Jij bent aan het lopen. = You are walking.
4. Ben jij aan het lopen? = Are you walking?
You (formal)
1. U loopt. = You walk.
2. Loopt u? = Do you walk?
3. U bent aan het lopen. = You are walking.

4. Bent u aan het lopen? = Are you walking?
He/She/It
1. Hij/Zij/Het loopt. = He/She/It walks.
2. Loopt hij/zij/het? = Does he/she/it walk?
3. Hij/Zij/Het is aan het lopen. = He/She/It is walking.
4. Is hij/zij/het aan het lopen? = Is he/she/it walking?
We/You/They (pluralities)
1. Wij/Jullie/Zij lopen. = We/You/They are walking.
2. Lopen wij/jullie/zij? = Are we/you/they walking?
3. Wij/Jullie/Zij zijn aan het lopen. = We/You/They are walking.
4. Zijn wij/jullie/zij aan het lopen? = Are we/you/they walking?
