Genders

In the Dutch language we make use of a simple gender system.

In modern Dutch, most of the masculine and feminine gender uses have merged together to form the common gender. Which leaves common and neuter. However, the feminine gender is still being used for a minimal, but sensible amount of nouns. Good examples for this are occupations:
Farmer -> Boer (masculine) +in = Boerin (feminine)
Teacher -> Leraar (masculine) -a +es = Lerares (feminine)
Instructor -> Instructeur (masculine) -eu +ice = Instructrice (feminine)
Student -> Student (masculine) + e = Studente (feminine)

This might seem a little tricky at first, but you'll get used to it quickly.

Although this is the grammatically correct way to address or refer to people involved in that occupation, it's still completely okay just to use masculine forms in the case of doubt.

About 2/3 of the language is made up of the common gender,
