How to use adjectives.
Using adjectives in Dutch is quite easy when you understand how pronunciation and soft/hard letters work. Let's start off with a few lists of examples:

Materialen -en
Most materials can be used as an adjective by adding -en to the ending, except for directly imported words like plastic, which just stay like they are.

As you can see, to use the words “wol” and “karton” as adjectives, we have to add -len and -nen to prevent changing the pronunciation of the vowel closest to the ending. This is not necessary when two vowels have merged into a digraph, like in “hout” and “papier”. The only exception in this list is the word “ijzer”.
Houten – Wooden
Wollen – Woolen
Kartonnen – Cardboard

Ijzeren – Iron 

Papieren – Paper

Acties -ende
In present tense, nearly all actions can be used as an adjective by adding -ende to the ending of a word, like they use -ing in English.

The lower three words here are different than the others. And this doesn't necessarily have to do with adjectives, but it is a good practice to repeatedly get reminded of. In a lot of Dutch words, it is against the grammar rules to place a vowel after a soft consonant. For example: F is the soft counterpart of V and S is the soft counterpart of Z, which makes the words “golf”, “wijs” and “reis”.
Stuiterende – Bouncing
Vliegende – Flying
Golvende – Waving
Wijzende – Pointing
Reizende – Travelling 
Overige -e
Nearly everything else can be used as an adjective by adding a simple -e.

In this list the only outstanding word is “schone”, which's noun would be “schoon”. We remove one of the O's because two of them would be inadequate. It wouldn't change anything for the pronunciation though.
Blauwe – Blue 

Zachte – Soft 

Mooie – Pretty 

Schone – Clean 

Zoete – Sweet
